The Work of the Rotary Jaipur Limb Project

Few people appreciate just how long the project has been in
operation - nor the results achieved since 1984, We are a

giving S facilitator, allocating the funds that pass through our
accounts to appropriate projects. Donations, made directly

Independence - Mobility - Normality by clubs and individuals here and those made in countries

where camps/centres are organised, are also often
increased by Foundation Matching Grants. The project plays
a key start-up part in providing 25,000+ replacement or new
limbs each year; together with wheel chairs, calipers,
crutches and corrective surgery sessions.

The management team is headed by Trustees, who include
an orthopaedic surgeon and doctors. The African and the
Indian Continents each have a Manager who look after
projects in 15 countries that run alphabetically from
Afghanistan to Zambia.

Recent research has improved the limb and the
manufacturing processes with low cost and simple
machinery criteria being paramount. 93% of funds received
are spent in the country where fitments take place. Only the
Plaster of Paris used is wasted and £25 a limb remains the
average target cost.

Sadly, in the two continents mentioned above,
Thanks to Rotary for helping the Project there are over 8 million disabled persons.
